TOYIN -- Soluble, thermostabile, poisenous suhstances produced by bacterlas
which when injected into enimals imeite the formation of specific
substances called antitoxins which nullify the action of the toxin,

TOXOID -- Toxin which has been exposed to 0.2 to 0.4% formalin at 37°C for
a period until it is no lonrer toxic but is still capable of uniting
with antitoxins and/or stimulating antitoxin formation.
